Looking Ahead

The new readings are: Acts 16:9-15; Psalm 67; Revelation 21:10, 22-22:5, John
14:23-29 or John 5:1-9.

Find a quiet place and a secret time. Read these lessons out loud to yourself. Write
your impressions of these words. Share them first with a member of your family.
Secondly, share them with a neighbor or friend. Thirdly, share them with a co-
worker or stranger, if they are willing to listen and to converse with you on the
meaning of these words.

These lessons take us to the heart of the gospel, which is the good news that God so loved the world
that God gave Jesus to die and rise again in order to conquer the sins and death of the world. In these
lessons, all the people and nations of the world are in clear focus. These texts instruct us that from the
very beginning God’s focus has been cosmic, universal and inclusive. When people draw lines to keep
others out, God draws circles to take people in. Draw circles and not lines! Welcome and affirm
people; don’t judge, deny and exclude. Follow the leadership of God in Christ and live by the love of
the Holy Spirit.

In Acts 16:9-15, Paul takes the gospel of Jesus past Judaism into Europe. This lesson teaches us that
Africa provided the spiritual life for Europe and America. Africa gave the whole world its religious
experience and its spiritual life. That is still the task of Africans and African Americans.

The second lesson calls upon all people, races and nations to praise God, and not themselves. Only the
love of God can lift us beyond tribalism, racism, classism, sexism and nationalism. Read Psalm 67
and praise God until you have the capacity to love people - all people, not just your own kind of
people!

The lesson in Revelation is the great, broad, inclusive, sweeping vision of the new Jerusalem, whose
gates are always swinging open on welcome hinges to welcome the righteous from every part and
place on earth.

The fourth lesson is the promise of Jesus to love all who turn to him in freedom, faith, hope and love.
Love is from God. Love is of God. Love is God’s Spirit, Power and Presence. God is love. In what
way have you expressed your love today?
