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Looking Ahead

Today’s lessons should be Amos 8:1-12; Psalm 52; Colossians 1:15-28; Luke
10:38-42. Amos is a Judean, who is sent by Yahweh, North to Bethel in
Israel to prophesy against the Northern Kingdom because of their Baalism,
religious syncretism, disloyalty to God, breach of covenant, materialism,
greed, lack of compassion and rampant sensuality. Amos is not popular
among conservatives because he, in a direct and uncompromising way,
demands social justice, simplicity and humility. His image of fast rotting
summer fruit indicates the urgency of the situation. His closing statement about the absence
of the word of the Lord bespeaks the tragedy, pain and seriousness of God’s judgment.

Psalms 52 is a song about the goodness of God that ever prevails above the power of evil, the
strength of sin and the relentless recklessness of wickedness.

Colossians 1:15-28 challenges us who are complete in Christ to see in Christ the fullness of
God. We are to be in a state of security knowing that since Christ is complete in God, we
ourselves can come to completion and fulfillment in Christ alone, and need not worry about
human requirements and standards of salvation that have been “added” to the simple
requirement of God who bids us to be mature, complete and fulfilled in Christ, in whom the
fullness of the Godhead dwells bodily and totally.

Luke 10:38-42 is a study in contrasts. Martha is in the kitchen busy with pots and pans as she
prepares a big dinner for family and guests. There are no servants to help her. Mary, by
contrast, is sitting, not serving, at the feet of Jesus and “listening to his words.” Jesus says
that Mary has chosen the better part. The Westminster Lectionary Commentary says that we
should not separate hearing from doing. Both sisters are wrong if they have done so. “Doing
without listening can easily degenerate into busyness that loses its purpose. Listening without
doing soon becomes no more than a mockery of the Word of God.” We must make the word
become flesh and live among us.

Read and give praise to God.
