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Let’s look  ahead to next week’s lessons: Hosea 1:2-10; Psalm 85; 

Colossians 2:6-19; Luke 11:1-13.  

 

Hosea 1:2-10 begins the fascinating story of the Eighth Century B.C. Prophet 

of Israel.  Did Hosea really marry a prostitute named Gomer?  Did they really 

have three children named Jezreel (punishment), Lo-ruhamah (not pitied) and 

Lo-ammi (not my people)?  Did Gomer really leave Hosea and sell herself 

into an adulterous form of slavery?  Did Hosea go out, find Gomer and buy 

her back to live again at home with him as a forgiven, restored and blessed 

companion?  We will see next week, and we will celebrate the great mercy that tempers the 

wrath of God. 

 

Psalm 85 celebrates the conjoining of righteousness and peace.  That is the ideal condition of 

being in the Holy Spirit with Christ and God. 

 

Colossians 2:6-20 amplifies our forgiveness in Christ and calls us to live in the world 

securely and calmly anchored, established and serene in Christ.  We are complete.  We are 

fulfilled.  We have all things in Christ.  We need no other dependencies such as the fanatics 

would press upon us when they tell us, ―you got to do this, you got to do that.‖  ―If with 

Christ you died to the elemental spirits of the universe, why do you live as if you still 

belonged to the world?‖ 

 

Luke 11:1-13.  It is a sure thing that this must be one of my chosen texts for next time for two 

reasons. 

1. Because it is a most significant teaching by Jesus on the crucial importance of prayer. 

2. Because I want to edit, change and correct an earlier sermon about the shamelessness of 

the midnight host who was determined to find bread to feed an unexpected guest.  I will 

shift the emphasis from the one who prays to the One who generously hears and answers 

prayer. 

 

Read and give praise to God.
