LOOKING AHEAD 
 

We forge ahead in Pentecost with the next lessons which stress the loving-

kindness of God as the basis for the believers security, integrity and felicity.  

Begin your preparation by reading the four lessons: Hosea 11:1-11; Psalm 

107:1-9, 43; Colossians 3:1-11; Luke 12:13-21. 

 

The central reality in the lesson from Hosea is the loving-kindness of God.  

The word in Hebrew is ―hesed.‖  It can be translated mercy, love, kindness, compassion or a 

combination of all of these and much more.  It is stubborn love, deathless love, unconditional 

love.  In a legalistic culture of justice, judges and endless litigation, it is difficult for human 

beings to comprehend or accept the compassionate, forgiving, unconditional ‗hesed‘ or loving

-kindness of God.  But there it is.  In both the Hebrew Bible and the New Testament, God is 

love.  The love of God is the same from Genesis to Revelation.  God‘s love wrestles with 

God‘s justice in Hosea 11.  Israel has sinned and must be punished.  The people of God have 

gone astray and fallen into idolatry and in humanity.  God condemns their evil, nevertheless, 

the mercy in God is never withheld.  God will take Israel low but will never turn Israel loose: 

―How can I give you up, O Ephraim?‖  (Verse 8).  How can a loving spouse give up an 

unfaithful soul mate?  How can a loving parent forsake a wayward, wicked and willful child?  

Love may be tough-love but it is still love.  There is something remarkably tough yet 

unfailingly unconditional in genuine love.  As we contemplate the pain and pathos of 

unrequited love, we should be instructed by Hosea‘s sad personal experience and plaintive 

prophesy not to relax the tension between unconditional love and inexorable justice.  Love 

and justice must be held, maintained and sustained in tension.  If justice is not love, it will 

turn into hard, lawless brutality, the cruelty of compassionless self-righteousness, the 

unblinking application of unmitigated penalties.  On the other hand, if love is not justice, it 

will turn to spineless indulgence, saccharine sentimentality and doting co-dependency.  

Somehow God is able to hold both justice and love together in the divine union that will 

never destroy love in the name of justice, nor tolerate the withdrawal of justice in the name of 

love.  If you have time, you might want to read Love, Power and Justice by Paul Tillich. 

 

When one contemplates the victory of love and grace that does not disrespect justice and 

judgment, one cannot help but sing the song that is sounded strongly in Psalm 107.  Here are 

four examples of the interplay between justice and love.  Israel sins and gets lost in the 

wilderness.  Corrective justice is applied to them; but they are not left in the hell of lostness, 

weariness, thirst and aimlessness.  The love of God rescues, restores and redeems them, 

bringing them into the rich refuge of a resourceful city.  Praise God!  Israel sins again and is 

taken captive in some prison of exile; but the love and mercy of God set them free and brings

them home.  Praise God.  Israel sins a third time and suffers some kind of terrible, debilitating 

plague; but the love of God heals and repairs the bodies that are broken by the sin of over-

indulgence.  Healing wins over sickness.  Praise the Lord.  Israel sins again and is lost and 

storm-tossed on a restless sea; but the love of God has authority over the elements of nature 

and ―he made the storm be still, and the waves of the sea were hushed.‖  In all four instances, 

the tension of love and justice was maintained; but love was ultimately triumphant because 

love embraces and incorporates the essence of justice. 

 

Colossians 3:1-11 is a theological ethic based upon living one‘s life in full-consciousness of 

the love of God as given to us who are baptized into Christ.  Baptism in the name of Jesus is 

being baptized into the body, power, resurrection and the triumphant love of Christ.  This 

great love that has been poured into our hearts was given to us by the Holy Spirit.  Baptism, 

therefore, gives us a new identity, a new self and a new personality covered with Christ, 

steeped in grace and full of love.  They will know we are Christians by our love.  Holy and 

right living is not the result of the negative commandments of prevention.  We live holy and 

right because we live in the power and permission of new being, and we are overwhelmed 

every day by the goodness of God. 

 

Luke 12:13:14 is a lesson in the false security of misplaced values.  In this hustling culture of 

going and getting, we must never forget that the essence and substance and vitality of life do 

not consist in the abundance of our material possessions.  The rich fool of this parable lived 

under the tragic illusion that his vast prosperity secured his future.  But death invaded his 

confidence and stole his future, revealing the emptiness of his possessions when compared to 

the spiritual essence of security, felicity and eternity.  True wealth and happiness are more 

matters of the heart than of the portfolio.  Read God‘s word and be rich in soul!
