On the day that commemorates the transfiguration of the physical appearance 
of Jesus, the Gospel lection that reports the event is the center of attention, but 
all the assigned readings contribute directly to the same theme. Exodus 34:29-
35 is the account of the change in the appearance of Mosesô face after he had 
been on Mt. Sinai in the presence of God.  The responsorial Psalm 99, a hymn 
to the kingship of Yahweh, celebrates the holiness of God and alludes to 
Moses, Aaron, the pillar of cloud and the holy mountain. 2 Corinthians 3:12-
4:2 includes Paulôs interpretation of the report of Mosesô shining face and the 

veil. Luke 9:28-36 concluding with the Transfiguration of Jesus. 

Our Old Testament reading is part of a section of the Book of Exodus (chap. 32-34) concerning the 
renewal of the covenant following the rebellion of the people of Israel and the breaking of the original 
tablets of the law.  In many respects, the report is parallel to Exodus 19-24, the account of the initial 
covenant.  Consequently, some commentators have seen duplicate traditions or sources concerning 
the same event, but the matter is disputed.  The immediate context of   Exodus 34:29-35 is the return 

of Moses from Mt. Sinai with the words of the covenant written upon new tablets (34:28). 

Psalm 99, like Psalms 96-98, which were readings for Christmas Day, is an enthronement psalm.  
These psalms were probably used in ancient times as part of the celebration of Yahwehôs annual re-
enthronement in the Jerusalem temple at the fall festival (the Feast of Booths or Tabernacles).  This 
particular psalm stresses factors or figures drawn from Israelite history more than do the other 
enthronement psalms.  As a rule, the enthronement psalms focused on the themes of creation rather 

than the narratives of history. 

Two emphases dominate the affirmations and celebrations of this psalm.  First, Yahweh reigns as king 
over the created order and the peoples of the earth (vv.1-4).  As king, Yahweh is the embodiment and 
defender of justice and right order in the world. Divine rulership is exercised in Zion, and it is from here 
that God rules over the world.  Second, God is one who responds to intercession, forgiving Israelôs 
sins and avenging their wrongs (vv. 6-8).  Moses, Aaron and Samuel are seen as intercessors (see 
Num. 14:13; 16:46; 1 Sam. 12:1-25; Jer. 15:1) whose intercession in the past was successful.  God 
did respond to them and forgave.  Verse 8c, which the NRSV translates as ñbut an avenger of their 
wrongdoings,ò seems to suggest that God punished the people before forgiving them.  The phrase 
may be understood and translated differently, as in the NEB (ñForgave all their misdeeds and held 
them innocentò), or the NJPSV (ñexacted retribution for their misdeedsò).  Read and find the fulfillment 

of Christ. 

2 Corinthians 3:12-4:2 - Todayôs epistolary lection is the latter part of Paulôs midrashic exposition of 
the giving of the law to Moses at Sinai (cf. 2 Cor. 3:1-11).  With its focus on Moses as the one through 
whom Godôs revelatory light shone and its contrast between the fading splendor of the Mosaic 
revelation and the permanent splendor of the new covenant of Christ, it is an excellent text for the Last 
Sunday After the Epiphany, when we celebrate the Transfiguration of the Lord.  Although Paul makes 
no direct reference to the Gospel account of Christôs transfiguration, which is rehearsed in todayôs 
Gospel reading (Luke 9:28-36; cf; cf. Mark 9:2-8; Matt. 17:1-8), his exposition may be said to reflect 

the faith expressed in the divine voice, ñThis is my Son, my Chosen; listen to him!ò (Luke 9:35). 

Luke 9:28-36 - The season of Epiphany, which began with the visit of the Wise Men, concludes with 
the Transfiguration of Jesus.  The Transfiguration and its companion story, the baptism of Jesus (Luke 
3:21-22), are the foundation for the Christian celebration of the revelation of the Son of God to the 

world.   

Our Gospel lection for today is not simply the Transfiguration but the Transfiguration according to 
Luke.  The Lucan accents are important.  Instead of ñsix days laterò (Mark 9:2), Luke says ñabout eight 
daysò (9:28).  Possibly Luke is tying the story to the resurrection, which occurred on the eighth day, 
the day after the Sabbath, or he may be reflecting the use of this account in Christian worship, which 
was held on the eighth day.  In verse 29, Luke says that the experience occurred while Jesus was 
praying.  Luke had said earlier (v.18) that Jesus was praying when he asked the questions that led to 
Peterôs confession and the first teaching about his coming death.  And even earlier, after Jesusô 
baptism, Luke says that it was while Jesus was in prayer that he received the Holy Spirit and the voice 
of divine approval (3:21-22).  The major events and critical moments in the life of Jesus were, 

according to Luke, marked by prayer.
